	JW & BK Elkins Architectural Scholarship

	Founded in 1972 by a gift of $5000 from Mrs B.K. Elkins to establish a scholarship in the Faculty of Architecture to be known as the J.W. and B.K. Elkins Architectural Award.  The object of the scholarship is to enable a student who has completed the requirements for admission to the degree of Bachelor of Design in Architecture, at the Pass Grade, but who is continuing into Honours, to undertake Honours research in the following year.  The award shall be based on the student’s academic record within the degree and their application, including research proposal. Awarded annually on the recommendation of the Associate Dean (Research), the Bachelor of Design in Architecture Honours Coordinator and one other academic staff member with recent supervisory experience with Bachelor of Design in Architecture Honours students, provided the candidate is of sufficient merit. 

Approx. Value: $1700.  Tenure:  1 year.

	Diana Inglis Carment Scholarship

	Established in 2007 with a gift of $100,000 from the family of the late Diana Inglis Carment, to create a scholarship for  Honours in the field of architecture. 

1. The scholarship will be awarded on the basis of academic merit, determined by weighted average mark in the first three years of the Bachelor of Design in Architecture, to the student commencing full time honours in the same degree.

2. Students holding a scholarship of equal or greater value at the University of Sydney are not eligible.

3. The scholarship will have a minimum value of $5000 and tenure of one year. The recipient will be required to refund all or part of the scholarship received if s/he subsequently withdraws from the honours program.

4. More than one award may be made as funds allow.


	Research Proposals

	Typical Parts of a Research Proposal - note that some of the categories below (eg, literature review, detailed methodology) would not be expected to be covered in detail for application.

· Length:  If this is a Statement of Research Interests for application to the Faculty, or for an Undergraduate Honours Proposal:  1,000-1,250 words are sufficient, i.e., 3-4 pages including any illustrations and suggestive references, but not including the Title page.  

· Title Page: 
Tentative title of the research proposal, your name, proposed supervisor’s name, Faculty of Architecture, University of Sydney.

· Abstract:   100-300 words, 1 page max. Include brief idea of the domain and purpose of the research, overview of what’s known from the literature, main theory underlying work in the field, main research question(s) to be addressed and overview of the methodological approach being proposed.

· Introduction (the purpose and potential importance of the study). Purpose and aims of the study - Importance of the study.
· Literature Review/Review of Research Literature (the why of the study – embedding your research into the existing research literature in the discipline). A critical, integrative review of previous research in this domain leading to identification of gaps in existing knowledge on the topic – should be subdivided into sections, each dealing with a different body of relevant research literature, including the theory or theories that underlie or connect with the main research findings in the field.

· Research Questions Specific research questions (and/or hypotheses if appropriate) to be investigated, flowing from the theory and critical review above, i.e., the gaps turned into researchable questions.

· Research Design and Methods (the how – how you propose to do the research)

1. Research Plan and Design. What is the basic design of the research, i.e., into which mode of inquiry does it fit, what is the overall plan and design of the study – including arguing the rationale for why this research design is the most appropriate for the research questions under investigation.  An important component of this section is how you propose to establish and assure reliability, validity, credibility and trustworthiness of the research.
2. Methods of Data/Information/Evidence Collection. What type of information, evidence or data is needed to answer the research questions?  How do you propose to gather the information or evidence, i.e., detailed procedures including all information collection methods (for development theses, this would be details of the procedures and steps to be accomplished in the development and testing of the object being developed; for historical/theoretical theses, this would be the types of evidence to be used and how they will be gathered; for field research, this would be the types of field data collections methods to be used, etc.). 

3. Methods of Information/Data/Evidence Analysis and Interpretation. What specific qualitative and/or quantitative methods do you propose to use to analyse the information (for historical/theoretical research, give details on how you propose to assess the information in front of you, qualitative analysis, interpretative analysis, structural analysis, etc.; for development research, give details of how you will assess the object developed and against what criteria you propose to evaluate it; for field research, give details of quantitative and/or qualitative data analysis methods to be employed, etc.).

· Timetable/Work Schedule. Timetable – spreadsheet of tasks x months showing what will be done when. Special considerations – locations, site work, specialised libraries, etc. Include schedule of when you plan to submit conference and journal papers for publication. Include budget if relevant.

· References and Bibliography. Include a list in standard format of all published work directly cited in the proposal (references) and, if you wish, a second list of other works to be consulted in the subsequent course of the research (bibliography).

· Appendix(es) (eg, draft research instruments, consent forms, etc. – optional, as required).
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
