The level of support offered will be $2000 for one student or shared equally between two students at the
rate of $1000 each per annum.

Applications must be received no later than Friday 12 February 2010 for courses starting in Semester 1,
2010, and by Friday 9 July 2010 for courses starting in Semester 2, 2010. Applications received after these
dates will only be considered in the subsequent round.
