2.  MINUTES OF PREVIOUS MEETING

Previous minutes: Laurie Craddock added to attendance of meeting on 17.09.2008. Section 3.8 amended to read that books were bought “with CPACS funds”, rather than “as a result of donations to the library”.

3.  REPORTS TO COUNCIL
3.1 PRESIDENT’S REPORT – Ken Macnab

Ken reported that he and Jake would be meeting with the Vice-Chancellor the following morning to discuss CPACS’ budget.  

Ken also announced the new dates for the 2009 Council Meetings and raised the involvement of the CPACS Council as a point for discussion later in the meeting.

3.2 DIRECTOR OF CPACS – Jake Lynch

Jake reported that he is continuing discussions with the University about CPACS’ budget.
3.3 CPACS FINANCES – Ken Macnab

Going swimmingly. 
3.4 SYDNEY PEACE FOUNDATION – Abe Quadan (in the absence of Stuart Rees)
Abe announced that SPF would be having a workshop regarding a 3 year plan for the Foundation.  He also said that SPF might delay the announcement of the Sydney Peace Prize winner from May until August.  This year the Gala Dinner will be on Wednesday night while the lecture will be on Thursday night.  He Question and Answer session at CPACS will still be on Thursday morning.  Abe also mentioned that the money raised from the Iraq Never Again conference would go towards a scholarship for an Iraqi student.
3.5 TEACHING – Jake Lynch 
Jake announced that CPACS classes have many students enrolled this year and that the UN class is overflowing with 80 students.  There is also a new unit, ECOP 6019, which is being taught by both CPACS and Political Economy.  Jake said that the unit was going well and was a good collaboration.   
3.6 RESEARCH – Jake Lynch

Jake said that research at CPACS was going well.  His book, Debates in Peace Journalism, was launched in March and his third book, written with Johan Galtung, is due out later this year.  He also announced that Wendy will be taking 6 months off next year to work on her book.   
3.7 MEMBERSHIP SECRETARY – Ken Macnab

Ken announced that membership secretary Kattrin was getting on top of a new database.  Ken also mentioned that a membership drive is being planned.  
3.8 LIBRARIAN – Peggy Craddock

Peggy is currently away after a shoulder operation.
3.9 PUBLICATIONS – 

Lyn announced that PeaceWrites will be published in May. 
3.10 SEMINARS/ TALKS/ EVENTS – Jake Lynch
Jake said that there was currently nothing to report.
3.11 MEMBERS’ MATTERS

i) IPRA/Peace Studies Group – Jake Lynch
The Peace Studies Group meeting will involve people interested in teaching and studying peace and will also talk about planning for next year’s IPRA conference.  
Frank, Wendy and Jake have had meetings about IPRA.  Johan Galtung has agreed to be a speaker at the conference, and Jean Paul Lederach has been approached.  The theme of the conference is ‘communicating peace’.
ii) Involvement of CPACS council members in CPACS 

Jenny McNaughton raised the question – what is our role in CPACS?  Ken raised the possibility that a council member could coordinate a group of volunteers to help out around CPACS.  Abe said that the IPRA conference would create volunteer opportunities.  Jake and Ken suggested that members nominate a topic for a one day conference this year and then help run it, like the Religion Symposium in 2008.  Erik proposed that there could be a CPACS Council working group which would have input into the IPRA conference organisation.  Jake seconded this proposal.  Ken raised a motion for the working group and all were in favour.  It will be on the agenda for the next meeting.  Jake will also circulate details of the structure of the last IPRA conference to the council.  
Coral asked if information could be provided to the council regarding how many CPACS members there are outside of the Council.  Ken said that the information would be provided at the next meeting.

4.  OTHER BUSINESS

Ken gave the council a list of council meeting dates for 2009.

Abe said that the 15th Anniversary of the Rwandan genocide was coming up.  He also suggested sending Stella a get well card from the council.  Ken said that he would organise this with Keryn and Lyn.
