Scholarship student from Chad couldn’t come for semester 1 so the scholarship has been rolled over to March next year.

The RioTinto/ PNG scholarship has been readvertised.

· KL suggested setting up a Foundation or similar for non-violent protest.  KM requested this be explored further.

· There has been a proposal for a national Human Rights education centre.  KM, SR and LB have looked at the draft proposal.  Funding is available from Buddhist benefactors.  It would be funded at a declining rate for 3 years ($150K, 100K, 50K)  Curtin has Australia’s only HR postgraduate centre.  CPACS has approved continuation of discussions as this idea offers benefits for CPACS, SPF etc.

· Refugee Language program as applied for funding from DGR, Mercy Foundation and others.

· Robert Fisk is in Melbourne in October and SR has requested that he comes to Sydney in the first week of October.  

· Seminar “War, Culture and Democracy in Classical Athens” – a postdoctoral researcher wants to work with CPACS on this.  GS is following up with Dr David Pritchard, Dept of Classics and Ancient History, U Syd
