3.2  DIRECTOR’S REPORT

3.3  CPACS FINANCES

Discussed the limitations of the current balance sheet, especially it’s lack of transparency.  KM suggested that CPACS staff meet with accounts staff.  

If the new Directorship is to be justified, there needs to be a more transparent system so that CPACS-generated income can be tracked.  There are additional infrastructure issues.  SR to write to the PVC regarding accounting systems.

SPF proposes to provide a small allocation of complimentary tickets to CPACS.

3.5  TEACHING - WL

There are 186 students enrolled, a slight decline.  Noted impact of winter and summer school on funding.  

Fisher Library has given a $2K budget for lecturers to request certain publications.

There will be 2 new undergraduate units (2nd/ 3rd year):


War and Peace (joint with History)


Peace, Power and Sovreignty (using Passion for Peace as a rationale)

Aiming to create an undergraduate major in Peace and Conflict Studies.  This will fit well with other departments who cannot offer a full major.  These new unit proposals have to be submitted by 6 October 2005 if they are to be taught in 2007.  The availability of teaching resources is critical if CPACS is to offer these units.
