3.  REPORTS TO COUNCIL

3.1 PRESIDENT’S REPORT – Ken Macnab (KM)

The University has restructured senior administration, and replaced it with six Deputy Vice-Chancellors; changes include abolition of the College structure, and all of the 18-20 faculties now report to the  new DVC and Provost, Professor Don Nutbeam.  In terms of the impact on CPACS, this is an unfolding situation.

Joyce Dodd has made a significant contribution to the mail-out of the last Annual Report and Council moved to thank her for this.

3.2  DIRECTOR’S REPORT 

SR going to Europe and the West Bank for 3 weeks.

3.3  CPACS FINANCES

Distributed 2 sheets of accounting information. Comments on itemisation of income and expenditure.

CPACS has various sources of income – University, grants, Peace Foundation – and is overall OK financially.

3.4  SYDNEY PEACE FOUNDATION –
Recognition given to anti-bases campaigners Hannah Middleton and Dennis Doherty at a ceremony officiated over by Stella Cornelius and attended by students of Cabramatta High School, whose 4 Paintings for Peace (donated to the SPF last year) were also unveiled.

Justice Michael Kirby will speak on The Nature of Freedom at the Footbridge Theatre, Monday 22 May 2006.

The 2006 Peace Prize winner will be announced on May 15, 2006.

3.5  TEACHING - WL

3.6  RESEARCH –WL

Currently have 2 undergraduate interns from U Syd Social Science and 1 postgraduate from UNSW International Relations.

Mike Otterman is using a CPACS office and finding a publisher for his Treatise on torture.

Professor Garry Trompf has retired from Religious Studies and will share a room at CPACS.

5.  OTHER BUSINESS

RLP has been refinanced for 2006 by the Vice-Chancellor.  Leslie Carnus raised an additional grant of $4k from City of Sydney. She continues to be employed as the part-time Co-ordinator of the RLP.

University Selection Committee decided that none of the applicants for the CPACS Director position was suitable so the process will start again around Easter.  Funding for a 3-year professorial appointment is still guaranteed.  Because of the non-appointment, reliance on casual lecturers will continue.

BC requested that the possibility of Virginia Gawler being given honorary membership of CPACS Council.  KM to check the Constitution re this, bring matter to next Council.  Note Mary Lane is a Life Member of CPACS.
