2. Previous AGM minutes and matters arising (Ken Macnab): Previous meetings’ minutes adopted (Ken Macnab/Laurie Craddock) with request from Wendy Lambourne that she said that only one scholarship would be awarded in 2006 and that the minutes be changed to state this. 3.  Introduction of new Director of CPACS, Associate Professor Jake Lynch

5.1 & 5.2 President’s and Director’s Reports (Stuart Rees):

SR spoke about the West Papua report and ongoing situation; thanked Coral Hauenstein at the risk of omitting others; reported on the David Hicks demonstration at the opening of Federal Parliament for 2007. 5.3 Teaching (WL)
· Enrolments are increasing with over 50 applications received for postgraduate courses, 25 of whom have been sent offers.

· Student numbers are increasing and cross-listing courses are performing well.

· Quality of material produced by students has been excellent.

· Note publication of Mike Otterman’s book.

5.4 Research (WL)
· Acknowledged Ken Macnab’s commitment to CPACS particularly in Semester 2, 2006.
· Noted that the Alumni network is international and that CPACS has a widening base of associates and scholars, which adds credibility in the scholarly community.

· Hazel Lang is researching at CPACS on an ARC grant.

· Research focus is building on cultural perspectives to give universal peace building techniques.
5.4 Sydney Peace Foundation (SR)

· As this is SPF’s 10th year they will try to have a couple of mid-year events.

· The website is up and interactive.

· When the recipient of this year’s prize is in Australia they will do the student forum, however SR asks that it be considered how this event can be used to maximum benefit of all parties.
5.5 Advocacy and Outreach
