3.  REPORTS TO COUNCIL – COMBINED

3.1 PRESIDENT’S REPORT – Ken Macnab

Nothing of note.
3.2 DIRECTOR OF CPACS – Jake Lynch

Jake noted that CPACS had sponsored the West Papua Conference at International House.  The venue had been organised with the help of Roger Wescombe and CPACS provided support through the funding of catering for the day.  The conference was well attended, Jake and Meredith Burgman had chaired sessions.

The 10th Anniversary Lecture for the Sydney Peace Foundation was held in the Old Geology Lecture Theatre.  The Dean of the Faculty of Arts, Stephen Garton, introduced Jake as the guest speaker.  The lecture theatre was full to capacity.  The SMH did a taster of the lecture on the Friday before, promoted by a new section editor, Lisa Pryor.
Jake noted that he had written to SMH re extended home detention of Aung San Suu Kyi, unfortunately they did not print it.

3.3 CPACS FINANCES – Coral Hauenstein

Finances are in good order.

3.4 SYDNEY PEACE FOUNDATION – Abe Quadan
The Sydney Peace Prize lecture will be given this year at the Sydney Town Hall with tickets being sold through Ticketek for $30.00 with a student discount available.  Tickets will be on sale on the 1st August, the Town Hall holds around 2,000 people and the streets will be decorated with special flags.  Jenny MacNaughton enquired if there would be a block booking for Council members.  Coral will follow up with Jaime or Lynda.  The dinner will be organised this year by Wendy Faulkner and Hans Blix will be speaking at the CPACS event in Room 114 on Thursday 8th.
3.5 TEACHING – Jake Lynch

Jake noted that student numbers are still increasing with a record 167 enrolments in Semester 1 and 180 in Semester 2.  An extra Winter School unit was included this year and there will be 3 Summer School units running from December to February.  The Centre held a teaching meeting to discuss how best to handle the increased number of students with the result that classes have now been split with two sessions being taught consecutively.
Ken noted that the Centre is now running its first undergraduate unit PACS2002 in conjunction with the History Department.  It is titled History and Politics of War and Peace and has 101 students enrolled.

Jake also noted that a series of advertisements have been running in London in The International Herald Tribune and the Guardian for the on-line distance learning units.

3.6 RESEARCH – Jake Lynch

Jake noted the SPF may be looking at providing for more scholarships.
3.7 MEMBERSHIP SECRETARY – Coral Hauenstein

Coral reported that the proposals from CPACS members for the ‘New Deal for Members’ had been received.  George pulled 3 of these randomly out of a hat – these three topics will be emailed to members who will vote on which proposal they think is the most pressing concern for the Centre to work on.
