2. Previous AGM minutes and matters arising (Ken Macnab): Previous meetings’ minutes adopted 
3. Reports 
a. President (Ken): Ken spoke to his report. As this was the 20th Anniversary of CPACS, Ken had a copy of the first newsletter and Annual Report. It was noted that Stuart Rees and Roger Wescombe had both been involved since the beginning.
b. Director (Jake): Jake spoke to his report. Extra activities undertaken included articles to newspapers and a series of interesting events.
c. Teaching (Wendy): To respond to the increasing numbers of students, there had been two additional lecturers – Frank and Erik. There were now more than 60 students undertaking coursework degrees, 77 taking summer school courses and 10-12 in the research programme. The numbers were set to increase next year. 
The joint brochure with human rights and development has meant increased collaboration between the departments. The Undergraduate course had been successful thanks to Ken’s hard work. The First research student had graduated. 

There had been reasonable interest in the distance learning programme. The work of Coral, Leah, Naomi and Aletia over the past year was acknowledged. Jake acknowledged the tireless work of Wendy, particularly with her interest in and knowledge about the students.
d. Research (Jake): Annie had been an exciting inclusion to the centre, taking up the position of full time researcher on UNEPS. Peace Journalism had been “re-branded” as a research topic for funding purposes. Responses to criticisms of Peace Journalism were available. Wendy was continuing to assess the role of the UNPBC in Sierra Leone. Joseph Toeman had assisted Wendy in this research as an assistant. The UN Association report card was looking forward to increased multilateral focus with the new government. Jaroslav had joined CPACS as a visiting scholar from the Czech Republic. He has been working on development and intervention and had organised the recent conference. There is an international student exchange opportunity available for students.
e. Sydney Peace Foundation (Stuart): The Foundation was grateful to Lynda for her report on Hans Blix lecture. Jake’s 10th Anniversary lecture had also been successful. They were thinking of holding this year’s event at the Opera House concert hall and the Opera House staff are very keen to continue this arrangement. The 2008 winner would be announced in May. Hannah Middleton was now working for the Foundation.
f. Seminars and events: The diversity of speakers recently has been very good, and this year’s program was set to be really good.
g. Library: The Resource Centre had made the move to the Oval Office and was functioning well. Resource boxes were almost complete. Soon there would be an octagonal table. It was acknowledged that Peggy had done a wonderful job.
