2.  MINUTES OF PREVIOUS MEETING

3.  REPORTS TO COUNCIL – COMBINED

3.1 PRESIDENT’S REPORT – Ken Macnab

Nothing of note.
3.2 DIRECTOR OF CPACS – Jake Lynch

Jake said the two conferences had been the main focus besides teaching and research since the last Council meeting. He thanked Jaroslav Petrik for organising the 1 February conference and Julian Meitanis for coordinating the successful partnerships for the 15-16 April conference. 
3.3 CPACS FINANCES – Ken Macnab
Going swimmingly.
3.4 SYDNEY PEACE FOUNDATION – Abe Quadan
Abe reported that the 2008 Peace Prize recipient has accepted the award and that the recipient will be announced in the third week of May. The 2008 Peace Prize Lecture will be held at the Opera House on November 5 as Town Hall would be under renovation.
Abe also announced that the Schools Peace Initiative funding agreement has been signed by Nakheel (Dubai) for $100,000.00 per year. The Foundation will meet in July to discuss the recruitment of a full-time project officer to be based, with Jake’s approval, at CPACS. 

Ken nominated Abe to continue in his position as Council representative to the Sydney Peace Foundation. The motion was seconded. 

3.5 TEACHING – Jake Lynch

Jake noted the commencement of CPACS’ Masters by distance learning, launched in partnership with TRANSCEND Peace University. There were 12 students enrolled in the distance program. 

Jake highlighted the expansion of the teaching program as evidenced by enrolment numbers over the years – 229 enrolments in 2006; 523 enrolments in 2007; 750 enrolments for 2008 – and noted the challenge to maintain the quality of teaching.
3.6 RESEARCH – Jake Lynch

Jake welcomed new research students enrolled in PhD, MPhil, DSocSci, and informed the Council that research students were meeting fortnightly on Wednesdays.
3.7 MEMBERSHIP SECRETARY – Ken Macnab
Ken reminded the Council that only financial members have votes.

Jake talked about initiating a new membership drive and more tangible membership benefits.

3.8 LIBRARIAN – Peggy Craddock
Peggy commented on the library’s limited funding and said CPACS needs donations for books and/or a fund for lecturers to purchase teaching related material.

Peggy informed the Council that the library was undergoing slight reorganisation and that Jenny would come open the library one extra day a week, possibly on Mondays. 
Peggy handed out the “CPACS Resource Centre Policy and Procedure” document and suggested it be made available to students.

Peggy talked about updating the catalogue to an electronic library database, which might require a new computer and contracting someone to migrate the database. 
Ken talked about acquiring a photocopier for the Resource Centre. Peggy mentioned more book-ends and shelf labels were needed. 
3.9 PUBLICATIONS – 
Jake reiterated the forthcoming publication of papers from the conference “What Works and What Doesn’t? New Direction in Conflict Intervention” in the journal Global Change, Peace and Security. Jake also mentioned embryonic plans for a book from the conference “Iraq Never Again: Ending War, Building Peace”. 
Leah informed the Council about the revamped CPACS website and welcomed members to contribute to its content. Ken moved to thank Leah for working on the updated site. The motion was seconded. 

Ken said he was impressed with April 2008 edition of PeaceWrites and moved to thank all involved in its production, especially editor, Aletia Dundas. The motion was seconded. 

3.10 SEMINARS/ TALKS/ EVENTS – Leona Kieran and Bernadette Connole

Jake said that along with seminars coordinators Leona Kieran and Bernadette Connole, he had been communicating with Roger about a talk. Roger mentioned they were still in need of experts on religion. 
4.  OTHER BUSINESS

Ken highlighted the difficulty of finding a date for Council meetings and agreed to advertise future meeting dates well in advance.
Erik and Annie were nominated as Council representatives to Executive Committee meetings.

Student representatives Shelley Booth and Rachael Hart introduced themselves. 
Peter suggested setting up a WebCT site as a communications tool for CPACS members.
