3.4 SYDNEY PEACE FOUNDATION –– Ken Macnab on behalf of Stuart Rees

(a)  The Sydney Peace Prize Opera Theatre Lecture on November 5 by John Pilger titled ‘Breaking the Australian Silence’ needs promoting. On the morning of November 3 Pilger will give a lecture and Q&A session. The Gala Dinner will take place on the Wednesday. 18 tables still need filling. The Cabramatta visit will take place on the Friday. 
3.5 TEACHING –– Ken Macnab on behalf of Jake Lynch and Wendy Lambourne
(a) Ken reported that the PACS undergraduate unit is very successful with 122 students. The unit is split 50/50 with the History Department. 
(b) Ken also reported that AusAid is funding more students from the Philippines to do the MPACS. More students enrolled in the MPACS come from the Philippines, and there are an increasing number of students who have a military background.
