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Minutes of CPACS Council Meeting – Tuesday, 30 March 2010, 6pm

PREAMBLE AND WELCOME

1. APOLOGIES, ATTENDANCE, DOCUMENTS

2. MINUTES OF PREVIOUS MEETING

Previous minutes were accepted.

3. REPORTS TO COUNCIL

3.1  PRESIDENT’S REPORT –– Ken Macnab

(a) Ken reported that CPACS was closed on Tuesday 30 March for staff to attend Estelle Hinds’ funeral at Wombarra Cemetery, Scarborough. 
(b) Jake suggested that ideas for a tribute to Estelle be made at the next meeting. Ken also said that arrangements are being made to have Estelle’s MPACS degree awarded posthumously. 

(b) Raja moved that condolences to the family be sent on behalf of the council “for the deep sense of loss felt by CPACS”. Ken seconded, all were in favour.
3.2 DIRECTOR OF CPACS –– Jake Lynch

(a) Jake reported CPACS’ progress with the University to keep using its own logo. The Dean of Arts has agreed to push the matter to the next level.

(b) CPACS has a gained a new visiting scholar, John Synott, formerly from QUT.
3.3 CPACS FINANCES –– Jake Lynch

Jake mentioned he is drafting a formal response to section 3 of the Green Paper regarding the redistribution of student revenue. He is arguing for CPACS to receive proportionate amounts of money that the Centre generates from its student enrolments. Jake said he will email his response to Council members.
3.4 SYDNEY PEACE FOUNDATION –– Ken Macnab on behalf of Stuart Rees

The 2010 Peace Prize winner will be announced in the next 5 weeks, much earlier than in 2009.

3.5 TEACHING –– Jake Lynch

The first two CPACS prizes were awarded last year: the Gordon Rodley prize shared between  Rebecca Chaan and Ragna Kristiansen; the Cheryl Minks prize to Lyn Tuckett. The prizes will be handed over on 6 May. Students who are unable to collect in person have made arrangements for other CPACS students to collect prizes on their behalf. 
3.6 RESEARCH –– Jake Lynch

Frank informed the Council that Oxford Uni Press is publishing an International Encyclopaedia of Peace, which include articles contributed by people affiliated with CPACS.
3.7 MEMBERSHIP

(a) Leah reported that Joanna Blachowska is continuing to volunteer as membership secretary in 2010. 

(b) Ken suggested that IPRA would be a good chance to promote CPACS membership.

3.8 LIBRARIAN – Ken Macnab on behalf of Peggy Craddock

(a) Ken reported that Peter Herborn and Lindsey Mell donated books to the resource centre, but Basement Books continues to be the main source of new literature. 

(b) Jake said that CPACS is in the process of replacing the old computer in the resource centre.

(c) Frank expressed concern about the dwindling space for new books. Ken mentioned removing unnecessary furniture (copier, TV, conference table) or the possibility of taking over part of the old Careers Centre space.

3.9 PUBLICATIONS – Leah Chan

(a) CPACS book Ending War, Building Peace, which came out of the 2008 conference ‘Iraq Never Again’, was published in December 2009. A review is in the forthcoming PeaceWrites.
(b) The admin assistants have begun working on the next issue of PeaceWrites. Andrew suggested that copies be made available at IPRA.

(c) Jake mentioned the possibility of publishing Estelle’s dissertation as a CPACS tribute.

3.10 SEMINARS/TALKS 

Jake encouraged council members to be pro-active about organising seminars and talks. Speak to Jake or admin assistants for use of CPACS resources, including venue bookings. 

3.11 MEMBERS’ MATTERS

(i) IPRA 

(a) Jake said paper proposals closed this week. 

(b) Marketing of the conference requires attention, but Jake acknowledged Andrew’s efforts thus far.

(c) Ken reported that two MPACS students with conference organising experience, Anna Koehler and Sarah Shores, are working and volunteering (1.5 paid days each) as conference assistants.

(d)IPRA organisers will draft an email soliciting volunteers for IPRA

(ii) Involvement of CPACS Council Members in CPACS

Ken will draft separate email soliciting greater involvement from Council members in organising CPACS activities. 

(iii) Possible meeting dates 2010

Ken will email proposed dates for 2010 Council meetings (roughly every 6 weeks) in the next couple of weeks.
