Privacy and personal information

We request only minimal personal information.  Your applications will not be made available to the public, however if successful, your acquittal report and any recordings will be available for academic purposes, as a condition of use of the space. 

Selection criteria and processes

Applicant artists and organisations will be selected on the basis of their written proposal and the relevance between the applicant’s work and academic areas of interest.  

Special conditions

Please note that it is a condition of residency that staff and students be invited to observe your work.

Users must provide the Department with a short report on what was intended, and what was achieved during the residency in the Studio.  If a video recording is made of a showing or performance a copy of the tape MUST be lodged with the report.  An additional request may be made by the Department to video and/or photograph projects in the Rex for use in teaching, research and publication.

If an acquittal report is not received within four weeks of the end date at the Rex Cramphorn Studio, you will not be eligible to apply for use of the Rex Cramphorn Studio in future.
