Business School Academic Support
Peer mentoring program
Returning to university life after a period of employment 
can be challenging, so the Business School’s postgraduate 
peer mentoring program is designed to help you settle back 
into student life with ease. Held during the first six weeks 
of semester, small groups of new postgraduate students 
participate in a range of formal and informal activities, 
supported by an experienced postgraduate student mentor. 
It’s a great way to build social and academic networks and 
smooth your transition back to university life. In a recent 
survey, ninety percent of postgraduate students said they 
would recommend the peer mentoring program.

Peer-assisted study sessions (PASS)
Some students may have experienced difficulties with 
particular subjects in the past. The PASS program is a 
voluntary academic support program that provides assistance 
with these subjects. Sessions consist of small, discussion-
based subject-specific study groups led by a qualified 
peer facilitator (a student who has recently achieved a high 
grade in the subject). Students benefit not only from group 
learning, but also from the facilitator’s experience.

Our research has found that students who participate in 
the PASS program are likely to achieve a higher grade than 
students who do not. They are also less likely to fail or 
withdraw from their studies.

The University of Sydney 
Business School Master of 
Commerce Scholarship 

Open to both full-time and part-time 
local students, as well as full-time 
international commencing students, 
two scholarships will be awarded in 
Semester One and two scholarships 
awarded in Semester Two to candidates 
commencing the Master of Commerce 
degree. The scholarship is tenable 
for either 1.5 of years full-time or 
three years part-time study from the 
commencement of coursework study, 
and covers tuition fees for up to 12 
units of study. The scholarships are 
competitive, and awarded by application 
on merit to the most outstanding 
applicants against the selection criteria 
of academic achievement, motivation 
to achieve and business orientation.

Master of Management 
Scholarship 

The Master of Management 
Scholarship is intended to promote 
academic excellence in pre-experience 
management education and covers 
tuition fees for up to 10 units of study 
for one full year. There is no separate 
application process for this scholarship. 
Instead, students will be short-listed 
for the scholarship through interviews 
conducted for entry to the degree. 
Recommendations are then made 
by the Admissions Committee to the 
Business School Executive Committee 
for final award.

The University of Sydney 
Business School Excellence 
in Leadership Scholarship 

This scholarship was established in 
2009 in conjunction with the launch 
of the Global Executive MBA, an 
innovative degree designed specifically 
for experienced high-performing 
managers to enable them to gain a 
strong competitive edge in today’s 
global marketplace. The scholarship is 
currently valued at half the total course 
tuition fees. One scholarship is available 
each year for the most outstanding 
candidate against the course entry 
criteria. No separate application is 
required for the scholarship as students 
are considered on their admission 
application for this award.

The Global Executive MBA 
Alumni Scholarship for 
Excellence in Not-for-Profit 
Leadership 

Also established in 2009 in conjunction 
with the launch of the Global Executive 
MBA, this scholarship is funded from 
the generous donations of University 
of Sydney alumni together with the 
Business School. The Alumni Scholarship 
is intended to promote academic 
excellence at executive leadership level 
of education within the not-for-profit 
sector. The scholarship is valued at 
$50,000 and is tenable over the 1.5 year 
span of the degree.

No separate application is required 
for the scholarship as candidates 
are considered on their admission 
application for this award.

POSTGRADUATE SPORTS 
SCHOLARSHIPS 

These scholarships recognise the 
unique requirements of elite athletes 
in pursuit of both their sporting and 
academic goals and are offered by the 
University of Sydney Business School 
in conjunction with the Sydney Uni 
Sport & Fitness Elite Athlete Program. 
Up to 10 scholarships will be offered 
at postgraduate level in 2012.

MASTERMIND YOUR

ADDITIONAL STUDY OPTIONS

Graduate diplomas
Graduate diploma programs, which are 
based on master’s programs but require 
fewer units of study, are an excellent 
option for students who do not want 
to commit to a full master’s program, 
but who want to gain a solid grounding 
in their chosen field. After students 
have completed their graduate diploma 
to a satisfactory level, in most cases 
they can then progress to the relevant 
master’s course. 

HOW LONG WILL IT TAKE ME?

Depending on the course, a master’s 
degree usually takes between one 
and one-and-a-half years of full-time 
study; a graduate diploma takes one 
year; and a graduate certificate takes 
six months.

WHEN ARE THE CLASSES HELD?

To help you manage your professional, 
study and family commitments, 
classes are held primarily in the 
evenings (generally from 6 to 9pm). 
Blocks of classes are also held over 
weekends or on weekdays. As well, 
Summer and Winter School intensive 
courses add to the flexibility of the 
Business School’s teaching times.

For students who wish to undertake 
a short academic training course for 
career purposes, or who would like to 
experience further study options to 
ascertain whether a graduate diploma 
or master’s program would be suitable, 
graduate certificate programs are an 
ideal option. They are a great entry point 
for students who wish to consolidate 
their understanding of their chosen field. 

In most instances, on successful 
completion of the graduate certificate, 
students can choose to progress to the 
relevant graduate diploma or master’s 
course should they wish.
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COMMERCE

As the Business school’s flagship 
‘new directions’ degree, the MCom 
equips you with the knowledge, skills 
and generic competencies required 
to accelerate your career in a wide 
variety of business professions. 
Whether you have a background in 
business, or another field, including 
the arts, engineering or science, the 
MCom will help either fast-track your 
current career, or take it in an entirely 
new direction. The program offers 
considerable flexibility, with a choice of 
foundational business knowledge and 
discipline-specific areas of study within 
the business domain. After completing 
your foundation units, the program 
allows you to choose up to two areas 
of specialisation. 

The MCom is designed to meet the 
learning needs and career aspirations of 
three main types of students: 

–– ‘career changers’, who have some 
professional work experience but 
wish to shift their career focus to 
commerce/business

–– ‘discipline changers’, who have limited 
or no professional work experience

DEGREE Minimum entry requirements

Standard requirement for 
most master’s degrees

A completed bachelor’s degree, graduate diploma, graduate certificate or equivalent from a recognised tertiary 
institution, with at least a credit (65%) average. In some programs applicants may be required to meet additional 
merit-based selection standards.

Different entry requirements apply to the following programs

Master of Marketing*
A completed bachelor’s degree, graduate diploma, graduate certificate or equivalent from a recognised tertiary 
institution, with at least a credit (65%) average;a minimum of three years of business experience; and a selection 
interview. Students must also submit a CV and a statement of motivation.

Master of Management
A completed bachelor’s degree, graduate diploma, graduate certificate or equivalent from a recognised tertiary 
institution, with at least a credit (65%) average; and a selection interview. Students must also submit a CV and a 
statement of motivation.

Master of International Business
A completed bachelor’s degree, graduate certificate or graduate diploma in commerce/business or equivalent from a 
recognised tertiary institution with a minimum credit (65%) average.

Master of Management (CEMS)*
A completed bachelor’s degree, graduate diploma, graduate certificate or equivalent from a recognised tertiary 
institution, with at least a credit (65%) average; and a selection interview. Students must also submit a CV, a statement 
of motivation; and demonstrate a high level of proficiency in a minimum of two languages, one of which can be English.

Global Executive MBA* A completed bachelor’s degree, graduate diploma, graduate certificate or equivalent from a recognised tertiary 
institution, with at least a credit (65%) average; and approximately 10 years’ relevant professional experience.

Graduate diplomas and 
graduate certificates

Entry into a graduate diploma generally requires the completion of a bachelor’s degree in any field from a 
recognised institution, with at least a pass average; and at least three years’ work experience. Entry into a graduate 
certificate may require a tertiary qualification or five years’ work experience.
