Video Task 
 
Requirements:
(a) submission of a 3 minute video using Arc (you MUST use Arc)
(b) submission of a transcript of the spoken text in the video
 
 Students are required to make a 3 minute video in response to ONE of the questions below.

The video must be a response to ONE of the following:

1. Your 11-year-old niece has just been diagnosed with type 1 diabetes. She is being treated using insulin injections. Make a video that explains to her why she needs to carefully monitor her blood glucose.
 

2. You are the boss of a trendy advertising agency. Recruiting the best people is difficult in a competitive environment and you want to demonstrate that you provide a healthy environment for your staff. Make a video that explains changes you have made to the workplace that specifically reduce the risk of getting type 2 diabetes.
 

3. You are the head of a local school and one of your 8-year-old pupils is a type 1 diabetic. You hear a member of staff saying that the diabetic pupil must have been eating the wrong things and that it is their own fault they have the disease. Make a video that explains to the staff the differences between type 1 and type 2 diabetes and what it means for a young child to manage type 1 diabetes.
 

4. A friend of yours, who is 19, has just been diagnosed with type 1 diabetes. Make a video explaining to her the basis of the disease, how treatments are now moving beyond insulin injections and what treatments might become available to her in the future.
 

5. You run a charity focused on funding biomedical research into type 2 diabetes. Make a promotional video that is targeted towards potential cash donors that explains the background to the disease and how funding in biomedical science would be directed to help further understanding.
 

The video can be of any format, eg live action, documentary, cartoon. Videos will be largely judged on content and it is acceptable to make them using a phone. The videos must not be shorter than 2:30 minutes and no longer than 3:30 minutes. There are many resources available to help you create your video. For example Adobe spark, here (Links to an external site.)Links to an external site., has a basic free version for video editing. Training is available in Adobe Spark through Lynda.com see here (Links to an external site.)Links to an external site..

You MUST upload your video using Arc. Instructions for uploading your video.

In addition to the video students are required to submit a transcript of the spoken text. This transcript is not assessed but it will be checked for originality through Turnitin. The video will be assessed according to the following criteria:

	Make a 3-minute video in response to ONE question on diabetes, with a theme and a message based on scientific principles and facts, that addresses that question.
	Video is not within a period of 2:30 and 3:30 minutes. The message is confusing. Information and/or scientific facts are incorrect.
	Video lacks a central theme. The overall message is clear. Some information is irrelevant to the overall message. Video lacks editing with few or no transitions. All scientific principles and facts are correct.
	There is an emerging central theme with information arranged in a logical sequence. The message is clear. The video has been edited with some smooth transitions from scene to scene. All scientific principles and facts are correct.
	There is a clear central theme that is well-integrated with a clear message and a rich variety of information arranged in a logical sequence. All scenes transition smoothly. All scientific principles and facts are correct.
	As for Distinction plus the video shows a high degree of creativity and conveys a compelling message
