Problématique – texte d’appel:
Sterne est réputé intraduisible, mais on traduit Sterne depuis le XVIIIe 
siècle ; l’humour de Woody Allen est bien spécifique, mais ses films sont 
doublés, sous-titrés, et font rire au-delà du public juif new-yorkais ; 
Astérix est irréductiblement gaulois, mais les albums de Goscinny et Uderzo 
existent dans des dizaines de versions étrangères ou régionales, et ont été 
portées à l’écran avec le succès qu’on connaît… On pourrait multiplier les 
exemples qui illustrent ce paradoxe : si le rire est universel, le comique 
et l’humour semblent éminemment spécifiques ; et inversement, l’apparente 
impossibilité à faire rire au-delà des frontières nationales ou culturelles 
est contredite par la pratique constante de ces passages d’un champ à un 
autre, qu’ils soient linguistiques, contextuels, diachroniques, génériques….
