Short courses on ‘Alcohol and Drug Use and Health’ at the University of Sydney

Two short courses on ‘Alcohol and Drug Use and Health’ are being offered in the School of Public Health at the University of Sydney, and are due to commence the week of July 26, 2010.  These courses are available to people working in the drug and alcohol field or who have an interest in the area.  

You can choose between a 7 week online course and a fuller, 13 week course, both of which have online and face-to-face components. If you are unable to attend face-to-face sessions you can do the entire course online.

Alcohol and Drug Use and Health (7 week course; PUBH5115)

Semester 2a. 26 July to 12 September, 2010, Fee $810* (2 credit points)

Coordinators: Dr Carolyn Day, A/ Prof Kate Conigrave

This course assists students in developing an evidence-based understanding of the patterns and causes of alcohol and drug use in our society and its impact on health. The course also explores strategies for the prevention and management of alcohol and drug related problems.  The course involves approximately 2 hours of online or face-to-face learning and 4 hours of associated tasks.  The written assignment will be due approximately one week following teaching dates.
Alcohol and Drug Use and Health   (13 week course; PUBH5114)

Semester 2. 26 July to 31 October 2010, Fee $1620* (4 credit points)

Coordinators: Dr Carolyn Day, A/Prof Kate Conigrave

This course includes the content of the course above (PUBH5115) and then continues for an additional six weeks of learning (2 hours per week).  The course aims to further develop an understanding of the field, and in particular, to develop more advanced skills in research and management in relation to alcohol and drug use and health, including examination of the needs of special populations. The written assignment will be due approximately two weeks following teaching dates.
 
Please note that: 

· These two courses are not aimed at developing clinical counselling skills.  

· These courses are designed at a postgraduate standard, so you need to have a Bachelors degree or similar qualification to participate.

· As these courses involve online components, you will need to have internet access with good download limits. Broadband is ideal. 

*Group discounts are available to participants from the same institution or organisation: 10% for 3-4 participants; 20% for 5 or more participants.

Course fees are based on official University rates, which stand at $405 per credit point. The University's tuition fees are reviewed annually and may be varied during the period of study. The exact tuition fee may also depend on the specific unit(s) of study in which you enrol and any course you may be currently enrolled in. You will need to pay the course fee at the time of enrolment.

· You have two options for enrolment.  
Option 1: Enrol as a “non-award’ student” at the University of Sydney. You will be required to complete all learning and assessment activities, and will receive an official transcript of your results at the end of the course.  If you pass, you will be able to gain credit for the course if you enrol in a relevant degree in the Faculty of Medicine within the following two years. Please note: If you do not submit, or if you fail your assessment tasks (including online discussion) this will appear as a ‘fail’ or ‘absent fail’ grade on your academic transcript.
