Guidelines for VISITING VISIONARY SCHOLARS GRANT

CLOSING DATE: 31 March, 2009* 

The Conservatorium of Music VISITING VISIONARY SCHOLARS GRANT will be offered in 2009 to postdoctoral researchers at any stage in their career with high standing, able to share and disseminate new and original ideas and/or techniques, initiate and undertake collaborative research and facilitate interaction and training of Conservatorium staff and students. Visiting fellows are expected to make a substantial contribution to the academic life of the Faculty and University.  The Conservatorium will be offering up to 3 new Grants in 2009 for a period of 2 – 12 weeks duration. Applicants must have an outstanding track record relative to opportunity in order to be short-listed. Successful applicants are expected to be based full-time at the Conservatorium for the duration of the Fellowship. 

1. Eligibility

Applicants seeking to visit the Conservatorium from another organisation in Australia or from overseas may apply. 

2. Assessment Criteria

Excellence will be the primary criterion, both in terms of the visiting Scholar and the proposed collaboration.  The selection committee will consider the track record of the applicant relative to opportunity, the proposed research, and the benefits to the Conservatorium and University arising from the collaboration.

3. Preparing an Application

Applicants are required to:

1.
Contact the Associate Dean, Research and the Pro-Dean prior to submission of application. The Associate Dean, Research and Pro-Dean will be able to inform applicants whether they will be competitive.
2.
Complete the application form and the following attachments. Attachments should be clearly typed on single sided A4 pages, using 12 point font size with at least a 2 cm margin on each side:

· An outline of the proposed visit including:

· Synopsis of the current research activities of the applicant

· Proposed research and other collaborative activities at the Conservatorium including aims, significance, research plan, methods and techniques, and suitability of the research environment in the host Faculty

· Benefit to the Conservatorium and University and the applicant arising from the visit including alignment with existing or developing research strengths within the host Faculty and Unit
· Proposed timing of the visit, a justification for the duration of the visit and an estimate of the cost of return economy class airfare. Fellows will be provided with a living allowance of up to $1,500 per week. No award including travel is likely to exceed $20,500.

This section should be no more than 3 pages including bibliographic references. Additional pages will not be considered by the Selection Committee.

· Curriculum Vitae including refereed publications from 2004 to date, and best 10 career publications.

· Letter of support from the Pro-Dean of the host Faculty confirming their support for the Fellowship and detailing any cash and in-kind support they will be providing for you to carry out your research at the Conservatorium. This section should be no more than 1 page.
4. Assessment and Selection

Applications will be reviewed by Faculty committee. 

5. Conditions of Award

The Fellowship is awarded under the following conditions:

1. The duration of the Fellowship shall be for a minimum of 2 weeks and a maximum of 12 weeks. Fellows are expected to be based at the Conservatorium full time for the duration of the Fellowship;

2. The value of the Fellowship shall comprise:

a. A living allowance of up to $1,500 per week. The University can assist with options for accommodation however the Fellow is responsible for final arrangements;

b. Return economy class airfare to Sydney.  Fares for dependants, visa charges, medical insurance and removal expenses, will not be provided.  Claims for travel expenses will normally be paid on production of an invoice or a receipt from a travel agency;

c. Access to University library and other relevant infrastructure.

3. Appointments must commence within five months of a formal letter of offer;

4. Visiting fellows are encouraged to engage and participate in workshops, seminars and similar activities of the Conservatorium and University;

5. Fellows are required to provide a final report covering all aspects of the research and collaboration.  This should be endorsed and accompanied by an evaluative commentary by the Pro-Dean and forwarded to the Dean at the completion of the Fellowship;

6. Any Fellow considered not to be making satisfactory progress will have the Fellowship reviewed by a committee appointed by the Dean of the Conservatorium which, at its absolute discretion, may terminate the Fellowship;
