Steps to follow when there is a spill
A.  Stop
1. Wear appropriate Personal Protection Equipment before contact with spill             [consult MSDS].

2. For hazardous substances use mask, gloves, safety glasses, disposable apron                     [all available in spill station kits]. 

3. Shut off or block the source of spill.

4. Isolate the area with barrier tape or by using signs.

B.  Contain  (Select spill kit based on type of spill)
1. Hazchem Spill Control Kit (big blue bag) contains booms and hazchem absorbent pads suitable for large spills of up to 20 L.
2. Laboratory Spill Control Kit and Multi-Purpose Spill Absorbent for small spills.
3. Bio-Waste Spill kit  for human and animal blood, vomit, urine, faeces etc.
4. Hazchem Absorbent Pads suitable for oils, fuels, acids, caustics, water and hydrocarbon based chemicals. 
C.  Absorb
1. For large spills use booms (in big blue bag) to prevent spill from spreading and entering into the drainage system.

2. Cover all the chemical spill area with hazchem absorbent pad (blue pad). 
3. Sprinkle bio-waste absorbent sachet or absorbent powder on bio-spills.

4. When dealing with body fluid clean the area with a suitable disinfectant.
D.  Dispose
1. Place absorbed hazchem pad into contaminated waste bag.

2. Scrape the absorbed spill (absorbent powder) using disposable scoop and put into waste disposable bag.

3. Dispose bio-waste in biohazard disposable area (Autocalve room on level 2) and chemical waste in waste chemical store area (Room 225 on Level 2) 
4. Put used apron, mask and gloves into separate waste disposal bag and dispose appropriately as biohazard or waste hazchem.

E.  Report
1. Report incident to your Supervisor/Safety Officer/School Laboratory Manager.
